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Skeletal muscle remodelling occurs through both acute and chronic disease processes like Huntington’s 

disease (HD). In fact, HD patients’ exhibit pronounced skeletal muscle atrophy and multiple studies have 

shown a number of pathological and physiological events in various HD mouse models. These findings 

are the first to suggest that skeletal muscle malfunction may contribute to the overall HD pathology and 

may impact effectiveness of clinical interventions which are exclusively design to target Central Nervous 

System.
